MONDAY – ANNUNCIATION OF 
THE LORD 
The Annunciation of the Blessed Virgin Mary. I 
am sure that we will make an effort to attend Mass 
on this day which will be at 10.15 am in Morar. 

 
STATIONS OF THE CROSS: The 
Stations of the Cross are usually a 14-step 
Catholic devotion that commemorates Jesus 
Christ's last day on Earth as a man. The 14 
devotions, or 

stations, focus on specific events of His last day, 
beginning with His condemnation. The stations are 
commonly used as a mini pilgrimage as the individual 
moves from station to station. At each station, the 
individual recalls and meditates on a specific event from 
Christ's last day. Specific prayers are recited, then the 
individual moves to the next station until all 14 are 
complete. 
The Stations of the Cross are commonly found in 
churches as a series of 14 small icons or images. They can 
also appear in church yards arranged along paths. The 
stations are most commonly prayed during Lent on Wednesdays and Fridays, and 
especially on Good Friday, the day of the year upon which the events actually 
occurred. Please note the times of the services at the back of the Parish Newsletter.

NEWS FROM THE DIOCESE:  

- Both Canon Billy Fraser and Fr Joe Calleja have informed the Bishop that they wish to retire. Canon Fraser 
will retire in the summer and Fr Calleja has retired as of last Sunday. Canon Fraser has served the diocese 
as a priest for fifty years. After serving as a missionary in Pakistan, Fr Joe came to the Diocese and served 
in Oban, Morar and Dunoon. Bishop McGee will thank both of them more formally at a future date, but 
he wished to acknowledge now their contribution to our diocese. 

- Please keep in your prayers Fr Ross Crichton as he discerns his own future. He will be returning to his 
parishes shortly. 

- Bishop McGee welcomed Fr Basil Ejim to the diocese on a six-month loan as he takes a break from his 
studies in Rome. He will take up an immediate but temporary appointment at Ballachulish.  

- We look forward to ordaining Rev Ronald Campbell to the priesthood in St Mary’s, Benbecula on Tuesday

location to be decided). *Participants requiring single accommodation may need to make their own accommodation 
arrangements locally.

31st March so as not to be confused. The numbers have changed so that the Parishes would no longer 
have to pay for the excess box sets. As the numbers have diminished over the years and some people are 
no longer tax payers, we need to limit the number of these sets. I apologise for this minor inconvenience.

Assembly. 
CANNA APPEAL: As you well know, St. Columba’s on Canna is part of Morar Parish. Just recently I 
received a new bill for electricity as Historic Scotland will no longer be providing it. I was quite high for 
such a small building. Considering how the Bishop and the Diocese have increased the financial burden 
on the Parish, we have to look at other ways to raise funds to help with the running costs. As there was 
no votive candle stand on Canna, I thought it might be a good way of helping the Parish with the financial 
burden. However, a fire safe votive stand is a cost in itself (£500) so I was wondering if anyone would 
like to donate the stand in memory of a loved one? Please speak to me if you would like to donate the 
Candle Stand so that we could also include a memorable plaque.
