THE WORD OF GOD

The Church teaches that ‘in the readings God speaks to his people’ and shows us the
mysteries of God’s meaning and purpose for our lives, how much God loves us, the whole
mystery of the life, death, resurrection and ascension of Jesus, and how the Spirit of God
remains with us to guide and strengthen usevery day. We believe that God is ‘present’ in
the Word. We are ‘fed’ by the Word, in our inner selves, and that Word becomes part of
us, helping us grow, helping us love one another, comforting and encouraging us too
when the going is tough.

Reading and listening to the Word of God in Scripture helps us to discover what it means
to be God’s loved children, followers and friends of Jesus Christ his Son, and, in a way
difficult to describe, the Word has power to give life and hope to those who listen and
make a place for it in their lives. At the Marriage liturgy the biblical readings may not be
replaced by non-biblical ones.

CHOOSING READINGS

At least one reading that explicitly speaks of Marriage must always be chosen. These
readings are designated by an asterisk.

When three readings are desired:

e the First Reading is chosen from the Old Testament from the selection starting on
page 3.

e [fthe Responsorial Psalm is not sung, one is read from the selection starting on
page 15.

e Inall cases the Second Reading is chosen from the New Testament from the
selection starting on page 23.

e The Gospel Readingis chosen from the selection starting on page 43.

When only one reading precedes the Gospel, the First Reading may be chosen from the
Old or New Testament.

It may be possible to choose another passage of scripture, please speak to the Priest or
Deacon if you have a passage in mind.
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FIRST READING FROM
THE OLD TESTAMENT
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Old Testament First Reading 1*

Genesis 1:26-28, 31a
‘Male and female he created them.’

A reading from the Book of Genesis.

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Old Testament First Reading 2*

Genesis 2:18-24
‘And they shall become one flesh.’

A reading from the Book of Genesis.

The LORD God said,

‘It is not good that the man should be alone;

| will make him a helper fit for him.’

Now out of the ground the LORD God had formed

every beast of the field and every bird of the heavens

and brought them to the man to see what he would call them.
And whatever the man called every living creature,

that was its name.

The man gave names to all livestock

and to the birds of the heavens and to every beast of the field.

A reading from the Book of Genesis.

In those days: The servant of Abraham said to Laban,

‘Blessed the LORD, the God of my master Abraham,

who had led me by the right way

to take the daughter of my master’s kinsman for his son Isaac.
Now then, if you are going to show steadfast love

and faithfulness to my master, tell me;

and if not, tell me, that | may turn to the right hand or to the left.’

Then Laban and Bethuel answered and said,
‘The thing has come from the LORD;

we cannot speak to you bad or good.

Behold, Rebekah is before you; take her and go,
and let her be the wife of your master’s son,

as the LORD has spoken.’

And they called Rebekah and said to her,

‘Will you go with this man?’

She said, ‘l will go.’

So they sent away Rebekah their sister and her nurse,
and Abraham’s servant and his men.

A reading from the Book of Tobit.

e Glorytoyou, O Christ, Son of the living God.
e Praise and honour to you, Lord Jesus.
e Praise toyou, O Christ, King of eternal glory.
e Great and wonderful are your works, O Lord.

e Salvation, glory, and power belong to the Lord Jesus Christ.
