I would like to take this opportunity to re-introduce the possibility to
receive the Blood of Christ once again. However, as we are still being careful, you will only
be able to receive via Intinction. Intinction is the Eucharistic practice of partly dipping the
consecrated bread (BODY OF CHRIST), into the consecrated wine (BLOOD OF
CHRIST) before consumption by the communicant. I would like our Eucharistic
Ministers to hold the Chalices once again and allow Parishioners to dip their Body of
Christ into the Chalice. We have to be careful with this practice and approach Communion
with utmost reverence for the Blessed Sacrament.
