DAY FOR LIFE 2023: The Bishops decided at their meeting that the Day for Life will be 
celebrated on the 3rd Sunday of June, beginning next month. This ties in with the celebration in 
both Ireland and England/Wales. Although it is celebrated that particular Sunday, the collection 
need not take place that same day if it is not convenient. The Bishops ask you to encourage the 
Day for Life and also the income since the grant making fund is now very low since the pandemic.

We have 
no details on the offer rather than intention itself. The Diocese will be taking over this negotiation 
should the Parish Council decide in favour. Attached is the plan. Smaller part is sought first, with 
a possibility of additional part in the future. As announced before, anyone ACTIVELY (attending 
Mass on regular basis) participating in the Parish can attend the meeting. We will also have a brief 
financial summary for last year.
