ARISAIG PHONE NUMBER: Soon, our current contract runs out. For the past few years, 
calls from 450223 were diverted to Morar, but since having a phone line might become more 
expensive due to the transition into digital phone lines, we might only keep broadband on for the 
guests. This means that soon, the line will not be active. 
JUNE DEVOTIONS: We will be having Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament and Litany to the 
Sacred Heart every Friday after morning Mass. 
SOUP AND SANDWICHES: I have asked Ann Martin to save us a date in July for our Parish 
Fundraising event in Arisaig. Details will be available closer to the date. I am sure that like before, 
it will be a great gathering and day for the Arisaig Parish. The date 20th July, 2023. 
AIRBNB: I am pleased to inform you that both Kilmory and Chapel House in Arisaig are fully 
booked for the whole of summer. I would just like to ask you to respect the parking arrangements 
so that our guests would have access to the properties at all time. Thank you for your 
understanding. It will be an extremely busy period for me, making sure that all is working out for 
our guests. 
FIRE SAFETY: All the fire equipment has been checked and validated. 
MORAR FENCE: Many thanks to Anne and Hughie for renewing the fence in Morar. Part of 
this project secured some external funding. 
GRASS CUTTING: Thank you to all the volunteers who are helping with cutting grass and 
maintaining the garden. 
SCALAN: The Annual Pilgrimage to Scalan takes place on Sunday 2nd July with Mass outdoors 
at The Scalan beginning promptly at 4.00pm. Scalan can be found a mile beyond Chapeltown of 
Glenlivet. An approximate postcode is AB37 9JS. Coaches need to stop half a mile beyond 
Chapeltown. Cars and minibuses can park very near and are usually willing to take anyone needing 
a lift. 
MORAR PARISH COUNCIL MEETING: 18th June (Sunday) at 3pm in Morar Church. The 
diocese has received a request from the Highland Council regarding the sale of the land at Beoraid 
to allow for extra burial ground. After consulting with the leaseholder and Finance Committee, 
Parish Council will need to approve the sale. Please note that I will respect your decision. We have 
no details on the offer rather than intention itself. The Diocese will be taking over this negotiation 
should the Parish Council decide in favour. Attached is the plan. Smaller part is sought first, with 
a possibility of additional part in the future. As announced before, anyone ACTIVELY (attending 
Mass on regular basis) participating in the Parish can attend the meeting. We will also have a brief 
financial summary for last year.
