DEVOTIONS: We will continue with the Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament and Litany to the 
Sacred Heart every Friday after morning Mass. 
GRASS CUTTING: Thank you to all the volunteers who are helping with cutting grass and 
maintaining the garden. New mower for Arisaig should be arriving soon if not already. What a 
difficult thing to do these days. It appears that less and less companies are delivering to the 
Highlands since the last I was getting mowers. 
UPDATE ON THE GRAVEYARD: The Trustees of the Diocese have agreed in principle to 
the sale of land to extend the existing graveyard in Morar at the request of the Highland Council. 
Diocesan Finance Board and Fabric and Planning Committee will also need to be consulted before 
the final decision is made. 
VISIT TO EIGG: Bishop McGee will visit Isle of Eigg on the 17th August. I am sure that 
Parishioners there will give him a warm welcome. 
FIRE AND SAFETY: Last Tuesday, we had an unscheduled inspection in the Chapel House in 
Arisaig in regard to Short-Term License. I am pleased to inform you that with already implemented 
recommendations, we passed the inspection which will allow us to continue with our lets. Chris 
from the Fire Department has provided us with some wonderful advice and has been an absolute 
gentleman. I almost got a heart attack when I got a call in the morning, but I have had such great 
support already from our workmen that we passed. 
VISITORS: 3 priests from Archdiocese of Gdansk will be visiting me over the next weekend and 
staying in the Chapel House in Arisaig. I am sure we will give them a warm welcome. 

DEANERY MEETING: This has been 
scheduled for 29th August in Fort William. It 
will be good to see other priests from the 
Deanery and discuss current matters 
surrounding our Diocese. 
ADVENT RETREAT: I know we are still a 
long way from Advent but I wanted to inform 
you that beginning this year, we will be holding 
Parish Retreats in preparation for Christmas. 
This is part of our Spiritual Renewal efforts in 
the Parish, to follow the guidance from Led by 
the Spirit. I was able to invite Fr Bernard Fox, 
a Mill Hill Father and Sister Sally Hyland to lead 
us in prayer. Our Retreat will take 3 days 12-14 
December and will be filled with Spiritual Talks 
and Guidance for Parishioners. Our Retreat will 
have one of the most renowned preachers in 
Britain among Christian Communities!
