Unfortunately, new contracts will be more than double, including significant
increase of Standing Charges. It means that our heating bills in 2024 will likely double. Thank you for all your
contributions and donations that you make in your weekly offertory. As I always maintained, we have
extremely generous parishioners, but their numbers are small.

DUBIA: I have been asked about latest media reports about changes in the Church teaching as a result to a
response given to the letter with questions submitted by some cardinals. I would suggest that you read the
questions and responses given to avoid any media distortion and confusion (attached to this newsletter or
://www.vatican.va/roman_curia/congregations/cfaith/documents/rc_con cfaith risposta-dubia-
2023 en.pdf’). The Church Doctrine has not been changed as some have claimed. I think that the responses
are most appropriate and pastorally sensitive. The questions were very important and are a sign of openness
and present variety of views in the Church.

On personal note, I think that maybe the reasons behind such an approach adopted by these cardinals comes
out of their backgrounds and history. Most of these men, shortly after being ordained, have been sitting
behind desks, carrying out necessary, yet sometimes resulting in detachment from reality tasks. That is a risk
of spending too much time behind the walls of the Vatican or Curial Offices or too much time in front of
computer screens. Of course, they do engage with people, but mostly that would happen in their official
capacity, perhaps not giving the wider spectrum of issues and pastoral challenges of Parish life, where you
are ministering to all your parishioners, no matter of their background or connection with religion. The world
is constantly changing, and we constantly have to find new ways to deliver the message of the Gospels. I
suppose it is also not easy, having dedicated their entire lives to the church, to witness the Churches’ decline
in numbers. Once strong and significant, now our churches are becoming empty, especially in highly
developed countries. It certainly is not easy for me as a priest to see it. But we cannot hide in the past and
the comfort of our good memories. We are not changing the Doctrine but interpret it with the active guidance
of the Holy Spirit to peoples of our time. I remember when I was ordained, my assumptions and expectations
about my ministry were faced with the reality of pastoral life. I find a lot of joy and fulfilment engaging with
people ‘on the ground’ so to speak. We do need theologians, scholars and people who carry out task necessary
for the church and its administration. I admire their dedication to God and Mother Church, so that I could
follow the path of my own vocation.
